Category 1:  Successful completion of College Composition, Intermediate Algebra, Medical Terminology, Basic Anatomy & 

Physiology, Human Anatomy & Physiology I,  and Human Anatomy & Physiology II (these courses are not required for 

program entry, however, applicants that have completed these courses will be ranked higher). 

- Applicants that have successfully completed any of these courses will be ranked based on their Cumulative GPA of at   

least 2.0 or better.  The applicant with the majority of the above mentioned courses completed will be ranked highest. 

Category 2: Applicants that do not have any college credit courses, but meet the test score requirement, and have a high 

school diploma or GED.  These applicants will be ranked based on the date the application was received by the department.

Health/Medical Record 

As a student in a health-related education program, prior to the first day of class you are required to have:  

1) completed physical examination, 2) verification of a negative tuberculin skin test, 3) a current BLS Card-Health 

Care Provider,  and 4) verification of immunizations.  Please attach a copy of your immunization record to the health 

history form.  If you do not have this record you may contact your physician, clinic, or public health dept. to have a titer 

completed. The Hepatitis B vaccine is not required, but encouraged.  The vaccine may be obtained from your physician or the 

Volusia County Health Department for approximately $150.  You are required to indicate on the Hepatitis B vaccination 

record your intentions to take or decline the vaccine.

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Criminal Background Checks     

Certified Nursing Assistant students at Daytona State College School of Nursing involved in direct patient care during clinical 

in a hospital or related medical facility are required to request and submit their individual Civilian Criminal Records Inquiry 

form to the Florida Department of Law Enforcement in Tallahassee.  This requirement is mandated under the guidelines cited 

in the current Florida Statutes Chapter 435 by health care agencies with which Daytona State College has clinical agreements. 

You must have a clear FDLE to enter the program. 

 

Any student who has been found guilty of, regardless of adjudication, or entered a plea of nolo contendere, or guilty to, any 

offense under the provisions of Florida Statutes 435.03 or under a similar statute of another jurisdiction will be required to 

request an Exemption from Disqualification from each clinical agency from which they are assigned.  A student’s inability 

to do so will result in the student being unable to complete the requirements for the Certified Nursing Assistant program, and 

the student will not be permitted to progress through the program. 

 

All records must be sent directly from the FDLE to the School of Nursing and will be kept in a confidential file and not 

made part of the student’s college record.  No other faculty or staff will have access to the records without written permission 

of the student. FDLE will not fax nor email results.
